The typical Goldsmiths Access to HE Diploma offer is Pass with 45 Level 3 credits
including 30 Distinctions with the remaining awarded at Merit/Pass. One grade lower
could be expressed as Pass with 45 Level 3 credits including 21 Distinctions, 12
Merits and the remaining awarded at Merit/Pass in subject-specific modules.
